Bullying assessment flow chart 

Bullying is the behaviour by an individual or group, repeated over time, that intentionally 
hurts another individual or group either physically or emotionally 

 

 

Incident report to a member of staff 

The adult writes down or supports the student to write a statement so they can handle it 
appropriately 

Was it against the law? (Weapons, 
physical injury, threats, loss or 
damage to personal property) 

Immediate referral to HoY and DSL 

(Police may become involved; parents 
will be communicated with) 

Was there clearly a victim? Is this on-
going? 

This is not bullying 

- Adult has supportive 
conversation 

- Opportunity to teach positive 
behaviours 

Was it purposefully done to hurt or 
harm someone? 

Respond to bullying  

This is not bullying 

- Adult has supportive

- Opportunity to teach positive

- Investigation 
- Consider facts 
- Contact parents 
- Sanctions (according to behaviour 

policy)
