Irregular Verb A verb which doesn’t follow a pattern when you  conjugate 
it. This means that you have to learn it off by heart! The 
most common ones in French are to be (être), to have 
(avoir), to go (aller), to do (faire), and to come (venir). 

MFL MFL stands for Modern Foreign Languages, at includes all 
the languages spoken in the world today– Including English! 

Modal Verb  A verb which expresses obligation, necessity, or possibility. 
They are     always followed by a verb in the infinitive. 
Examples: Pouvoir (to be able to/can), Devoir (to have to/
must), Vouloir (to want), il faut (it is necessary) 

Noun A noun is a person, place or thing. They can be categorized 
into proper nouns, common nouns, concrete, abstract, 
collective. In MFL however, we tend to just say ‘noun’ for 
all of these categories. 

Partitive Article The partitive article refers to an unspecified amount of 
something. In English, we just use the word 'some'. 

Past Participle The form of the verb which shows you that it happened in 
the past. In English, you add ‘ed’ to the end of regular 
verbs to create the participle. 

Regular Verb A verb which follows a pattern when you conjugate it. This 
means that if you learn the pattern, you can conjugate any 
regular verb in any tense, using any subject pronoun! 

Subject Pronoun Subject pronouns tell you who is doing the verb in the    
sentence. They replace nouns, to make what you’re saying 
or writing sound less repetitive. 

Tense The tense of a verb tells you when it happened. The most 
important tenses are the past-perfect tense, the 
imperfect tense (was..ing/used to), the pluperfect 
(had..ed), the present, the present continuous (ing), and 
the future tense (will, going to). 

Translate Translating is re-writing a text in another language. The 
aim is to make sure that both texts convey the same 
meaning but in different languages 

Verb A word used to describe an action, state, or occurrence, 
and forming the main part of a sentence. A doing, being, or 
having word. 
Examples: Play, eat, have, be

Adjective  Words that descrive nouns. In French they normally come 
after the noun- but there are some exceptions! 

Adverb Words that describe verbs and adjectives. They describe 
manner, time, place, certainty, and frequency.  

Adverb of Frequency Adverbs that describe how often something happens.  

Adverb of Intensity Adverbs that enhance the emotion of an opinion e.g. very, 
really, a bit.  

Auxiliary Verb A verb used when forming the tense of a verb e.g. I have 
played.  

Cognate Foreign language words that look or sound the same or 
similar in English and have the same meaning.  

Conjugate When you change the infinitive verb to match the subject 
pronoun or change the tense of the verb. 

Conjunction Words that join sentences or clauses together.  

Definite Article  You use the definite article to specify a noun. In English, 
there’s only one- ’the’. In French there’s 3, depending on 
the gender and number of the noun.  

Gender In French (and most       other languages!), nouns have a 
gender. This is grammar and doesn’t mean that a noun is    
actually a boy or a girl. You can tell what    gender a noun is 
by the    indefinite or definite   article that it uses. 
There’s not often a way of telling, so you have to learn it 
off by heart! 

Indefinite Article You use the indefinite article to refer to a non-specific 
noun. In English you use ‘a’ for singular nouns and ‘some’ for 
plural nouns.  

Infinitive The basic form used as the head-word in a dictionary (e.g. 
to walk, to be). Infinitives are often used: after ‘to’ after 
modal verbs.In French, regular verbs in the infinitive will 
end ’er’, ’ir’ or ’re’.  

Interrogative Word These are words we use when     asking a question.   
Examples: Who, what, when, where, how, why?

Negation 

Negation means changing a sentence from positive to negative. In 
English, we do this by adding ’do not’ or ’don’t’ before the verb in a 
sentence.   

For example, I eat some fruit I don’t eat some fruit.     

In French, you do this by adding ‘ne’ and ‘pas’ around the verb– think of 
it like a sandwich with ‘ne’ and ‘pas’ as the bread, and the verb as the 
filling.  

For example:  

Je mange des fruits →  je ne mange pas de fruits  

The ‘ne’ is always before the verb, and the ‘pas’ is always after the 
verb. When the verb starts with a vowel, the ‘ne’ always changes to ‘n’’.  

For example:  

J’aime les fruits → Je n’aime pas les fruits.  

Here are some more examples of negation:  

 Je fais les devoirs →   Je ne fais pas les devoirs 

 Je bavarde avec mes amis → Je ne bavarde pas avec mes amis  

Important Rule!  

In the negative form ‘de, du, de la, des, or de l’’ all become ‘de’ after 
the verb.  

Example: Je mange des fruits →  Je ne mange pas de fruits 

Complex Negation 

Follow these rules to make your 
writing and speaking a bit more 
interesting. They follow the same 
rules as ne...pas:  

 Ne + verb + jamais= Never  

Example: Je ne mange jamais de 
fruit= I never eat fruit.  

 Ne + verb + que= only  

Example: Je ne mange que de 
fruits= I only eat fruit 

 Ne + verb + ni + de + noun + ni + 
de + noun = neither...nor  (but 
only when the sentence is 
negative!)  

Example: Je ne mange ni de 

légumes, ni de fruits →  I eat 
neither fruit nor vegetables.

Negation in the past tense Negation in the past tense 

You use the negative in the past tense to describe 
something that you haven’t done.  

You still use the two little words ‘ne’ and ‘pas’, but this 
time the go around the auxiliary verb i.e. the part of 
‘être’ or the part of ’avoir’.  

Remember, before a vowel, ne become n’.

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Reflexive Verbs 

Reflexive verbs act like any other verb. However, there is one difference: after the 
subject pronoun and before the verb there is a reflexive pronoun. In the infinitive it is 
always se (or s’ if it’s before a vowel). Each Conjugating a reflexive verb is just like 
conjugating any other verb but with one extra step– you have to match the correct 
reflexive pronoun to the correct subject pronoun. Fortunately, some of them stay as se 
(or s’ if it’s before a vowel) and some of the are the same as the subject pronoun.  

Below is a table explaining which subject pronouns and reflexive pronouns.  

Subject Pronoun Reflexive pronoun Subject Pronoun Reflexive pronoun 

Je  me  Nous  nous

An example of how to conjugate reflexive verbs in 4 steps 

Let’s like at the verb ‘se doucher’ which means to have a shower.  

Step 1– Choose your subject pronoun. Let’s choose ‘je’ (I)  

Step 2– Now we have ‘je se doucher’, but we need to change the ‘se’ to the reflexive 
pronoun which matches the subject pronoun ‘je’. In this case it’s ‘me’. Now we have ‘je me 
doucher’ but there’s two more steps 

Step 3–  We need to remove the ‘er’ from ‘doucher’ to get the verb stem. In this case it’s 
’douch’. Now we have ’je me douch’, but there’s one more final step.  

Step 4-  We now need to add the correct verb ending for ‘doucher’. In this case it’s an 
‘er’ verb, so we add an ‘e’.  

Voilà! We now have the sentence ‘je me douche’- a perfectly correct sentence in French. 

Possessive Adjectives 

In English, possessive adjectives are ‘my, your, his, her, our, and their’. They match to the 
subject pronouns ‘I, you, he, she, we, and they.’ French has possessive adjectives, but 
they work slightly differently. They are different depending on whether the noun after 
it is masculine, feminine, or plural. So in French, you can’t tell if the person who the 
object belongs to is a girl or a boy! The table below gives you the possessive adjectives in

The Future Tense 

You can use the verb ‘aller’ to form the future tense– just 
like you use the verb ‘to go’ to form the future tense in 
English.  

Firstly, conjugate the verb ‘aller’ e.g. Je vais.  

Then, add a verb in the infinitive e.g. je vais manger.  

For example: je vais manger des frites.  

You can make it more complex by saying when you are going 
to do the action e.g. tomorrow, next week, next month, next 
year, later.  

Be careful– when translating from French into English, you 
must translating it using the form ‘-ing’ e.g. I am going to 
eat, I am going to do my homework etc.

Some verbs use the verb ‘être’ to conjugate the past tense. This time, there’s 4 steps 
(but the first 3 are the same):   

1. Choose your subject pronoun. 

2. Choose the part of être that matches to the subject pronoun.  

3. Choose the correct past participle. The past participle will depend on whether the 
verb is an ‘er’ verb, ‘re’ verb, an ‘ir’ verb or an irregular verb*.  

4. Add and ‘e’ to the past participle if the subject is feminine, an ‘s’ if it’s plural, or and 
‘es’ if it’s feminine and plural.  

*Most of the verbs that use être are verbs of motion– but don’t worry there in a 
mnemonic to help you remember.

 You use the past tense to describe something that has happened in the past. In French, 
you use the verb ‘avoir’ (to have) or the verb ‘être’ as an auxilary verb to help conjugate 
the past tense. There is a rule to decide which one to use by the vast majority use 
‘avoir’. This is explained on the next page.  

Step 1: Choose your subject pronoun 

Step 2: Choose the part of the verb avoir that matches to the subject pronoun 

Step 3: Choose the correct past participle. The past participle will depend on whether 
the verb is an ‘er’ verb, ‘re’ verb, an ‘ir’ verb or an irregular verb.  

Below is the conjugation of the verb ‘avoir’, a list of regular ‘er’, ‘re’, and ‘ir’ past 
participles, and list of irregular past participles.
