• Write an ‘alternative’ story to The Fall, using the same 
characters and plot, but with the alternative ending 
and consequences

Imagine you are one of the early

• Write diary entries, giving an insight into what a week

• Imagine you are Paul.  Write a letter to the Christians 
living in Rome.  What words of advice will you give 
them?  

• Create a story about the first Christians living in the 
Roman Empire.  What are the key events?  Who are the 
main characters?  What is the message of the story?

• Design a storyboard which demonstrates which parts of

• Create a table of key events and how they are 
remembered today, and show how these demonstrate 
our school values
